Learning for a Sustainable Future (LSF) is a Canadian non-profit organization founded in 1991 by a diverse group of youth, educators, business, community members and government to implement education for sustainable development (ESD) into the formal school systems in Canada.  The creation of the organization was part of Canada’s response to the Rio Conference on Sustainable Development and the acknowledgement that education is a key element to achieving a sustainable future.  LSF strongly believes that by focusing on today’s youth, we directly help to shape an understanding of sustainability in our leaders of tomorrow. In the past decade LSF has accomplished many pan-Canadian Education for Sustainable Development initiatives involving advancement of education policies and curricula, support for educators and students, community capacity-building, and innovative programs.

Environment Canada, a department of the federal government, initiates, recommends undertakes and coordinate programs of the Government of Canada that are designed, among other roles, to provide to Canadians environmental information in the public interest, promote and encourage the institution of practices and conduct leading to the better preservation and enhancement of environmental quality, and cooperate with provincial governments or agencies thereof, or any bodies, organizations or persons, in any programs having similar objects. Environment Canada is exploring ways to empower Canadians to make sustainable choices as citizens and as consumers and supports various education for sustainable development initiatives as means to achieve this goal.

Manitoba Education Citizenship and Youth (MECY), a department of the Province of Manitoba, is charged with the responsibility for setting priorities and allocating funds for the Province’s public and independent Kindergarten to Senior 4 (K-S4) school system and for citizenship and youth initiatives.  Manitoba Advanced Education and Literacy (MAEL) is charged with the responsibility of setting priorities and allocating funds for the government’s investment in the province’s post-secondary institutions, skills development and training initiatives.  MECY has identified Education for Sustainable Development (ESD) as one of the top five emerging and developing priorities.        
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
